Mother of 1084 by Mahasweta Devi is a critical appraisal of the civil unrest that shook Bengal in the late
1960s and early 1970s. The story revolves around Sujata Chatterjee, a middle-aged woman from a relatively
wealthy background in Calcutta and her youngest son Brati who died in a police encounter. The story shows
how Brati has grown up and been estranged from other family members who’ ve been modelled after his father
and how he is shot dead during the raging Naxalite movement in Bengal. Sujata hold herself responsible for
Brati's death. That is why she found it difficult to grieve alone. Instead of mourning, she tries to make sense of
Brati's case and comprehend his crime. This paper attempts to examine how her emancipation leads her on a
journey of discovery during which, while struggling to understand her Naxalite son's revolutionary
commitment, she begins to recognise her own alienation as a woman and wife from the apathetic hypocritical

bourgeois society against which her son has rebelled.

However, it was revived and still
survives by the efforts taken by the government and the organizations that works for the welfare of the handloom sector.

Handloom- Meaning

Weaving was a hall mark for the Indians. The traditional weaving was done with the help of looms. Thus, loom refers to the
device used for weaving the fabric. They are wooden frames in which the artisans weave the fabrics. The fabrics are made from
natural fibers like cotton, wool, silk and many more. They are weaved in the loom manually with the help of hand or foot. The fabrics
produced with the help of these looms are referred as handlooms.

Origin and Background of Handloom Tradition

The origin of handloom in India is obscure. However, it has been dated back to the Indus Valley Civilization. One of the
earliest evidence for using silk fabric was discovered from a burial urn in Maharashtra. A fabric with a swan design excavated at a site
in Cairo, Egypt is also evidence for the existence of weaving in the ancient period. They also used Indian muslin cloth for dressing the
mummies. Many historians like Herodottus, Bernier and Tarvenier had mentioned about the beauty of Indian handloom. The dyed
cotton fabrics excavated in the ruins of Mohenjo-Daro is an example for the use of handloom fabrics in India. The Harappan people
grew cotton and they weaved cloth by ginning and spinning. This is evident from the spindles and spindle whorls discovered at
Harappa. They even exported cotton fabric to Mesopotamia. There are also references for exporting Indian fabrics to Rome, Egypt and
China during the ancient period. The Vedic literatures give reference about weaving. The Mughals were attracted by the variety of
Indian fabrics especially printed cotton and muslin clothes.

The British period was a turning point in the history of Indian Handloom sector. They made India a leading exporter of
cotton. Though India became one of the leading exporters of cotton during the British era the period also witnessed the large sum of
machine-made yarn imported to India. They completely exploited the weavers by introducing the advanced machines and cheap fabric
import. This severely affected the weavers and the people associated in the process of handloom by losing their livelihoods. The main
motive of the British was to extract the raw materials produced in India to weave in their mills in England. However, the woven fabric
was then sold back in India which further devastated the Indian economy. Further the introduction of power looms and the coming up
of modern mills led to the decline of Indian handlooms. This made the Indians rebel against the British.

In 1905 in a meeting in Bengal it was decided to boycott the foreign clothes which ultimately led to the Swadeshi Movement
during India’s Independence Struggle. In fact, Gandhiji’s Swadeshi Movement and his reintroduction of hand spinning in the name of
‘Khadi’ was a revival for the handloom sector. During the freedom struggle every Indian was insisted to spin the yarn in the Charkhas

For Fe?* complexes ([Ar]3d°4s"), a coordination number
of six with an octahedral ligand sphere is preferred. Fe**
([Ar]3d°4s") can coordinate three to eight ligands and often
exhibits an octahedral coordination [17]. Comparing other

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Abstract

Obesity is a global pandemic highly prevalent among women in the post-
menopausal age, due to hormonal changes that occur in this period of women’s life. It
is likely to cause other co-morbidities such as Hypertension, CVD, Diabetes etc. High
Proteincontaining foods induce satiety, which reduces body weight and its associated
disorder. The present study highlights the impact of Soya on blood pressure of obese
post- menopausal women. The design adapted for the study was pre-test-post-test
experimental design. The sample size consisted of hundred obese women, among
them, fifty obese women subjects were randomly assigned to experimental (Soya)
group and another fifty subjects were randomly assigned to control group.
Experimental group were given Soya as textured vegetable protein granules (which
was obtained from the market), in polythene packets of 40 g each, for a period of 90
days. Control group were not given any supplement. The effect of the Soya supplement
on blood pressure of obese women subjects was recorded (before and after
supplementation period) and the data obtained was statistically analyzed. Highly
significant decreases, significant at 1% level were observed in systolic (from
142.56mmHg][initially] to 126.94mmHg [at the end of study]) and diastolic pressure
(from 90.56mmHg[pre-intervention] to 83.64mmHg[post- intervention])of the
subjects, among Soya group. There was a significant reduction in systolic (‘t’ value
being 10.483) and diastolic pressure (‘t" value was 10.778) obtained in the post-
intervention phase of Soya group when compared with control, at one percent level.
The study proves that Soya granules could be an effective hypotensive supplement.

The purpose of the study was to find out the effects of yogasana training with and without
nutritional supplementation on weight management among arts and science college women students.
To achieve the purpose of the study, the investigator randomly selected 90 women students consisting
of 45 from arts courses and 45 from science courses in the age group of 18 to 23 years. The selected
subjected were be randomly divided into three groups, experimental group I, experimental group II and
control group, consisting of 30 subjects in each. The dependent variables studied for weight management
were body mass index and percent body fat. And independent variables, (i) 12 weeks combined
yogasanas and nutritional supplementation and (ii) yogasanas without nutritional supplementation.
Prior to the experimental treatment, all the three groups were measured of selected criterion variables,
body mass index and percent body fat through standard tests. Immediately after 12 weeks experimental
period, all the subjects were measured of their stress management and weight management variables.
The effect of Yoga with nutritional supplementation and Yoga without nutritional supplementation on
Body Mass Index proved that there was significant difference between Yoga with nutritional
supplementation group and control group (MD: -0.75) and Yoga without nutritional supplementation
group and control group (MD: -0.51). Comparing between the treatment groups, it was found that there
was no significant difference between Yoga with nutritional supplementation and Yoga without
nutritional supplementation group among arts and science college students.
